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42% of the population was employed.

The employment rate for aboriginal
persons was 40%.

The Kakisa employment rate is below the
NWT rate.
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In 2008, more aboriginals hunted and
fished rather than trapped or produced
arts & crafts.

50% of the aboriginal population hunted
and fished in 2008.

Overall, the proportion of aboriginal
persons that speak an aboriginal
language increased from 68% in 1999 to
79% in 2009.
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83% of households are owned.
6% of households are in core need.

In 2009, the percentage of households in
core need was below the NWT level.
